








A. All development shall be served by central water and sewer service from Florida
Community Services Corp. of Walton County d/b/a Regional Utilities pursuant to
one or more developer agreements entered into between the Developer and
Regional Utilities. No septic tanks or package plants shall be permissible;
however, temporary above-ground holding tanks may be utilized for wastewater
during construction. Private wells shall be permissible to the extent permitted by
permits issued by the Northwest Florida Water Management District
("NWFWMD") for landscape and any man made ponds. Copies of permits issued
by NWFWMD shall be submitted to Walton County Planning and Development
Services Division.

B. The Developer shall be responsible for permitting and construction of the
irrigation systems for the Amended Project, subject to regulatory requirements of
NWFWMD. The irrigation systems will be owned, operated and maintained by
the Developer, the HOA or a third party, such as a community development
district.

C. To promote and further the conservation of potable and non-potable water at the
Amended Project, the Developer shall:

1. Comply with applicable federal, state and local requirements regarding the
installation of water conservation techniques and devices, including low-
volume plumbing fixtures.

2 Install rain sensors which will shut off the irrigation system when rainfall
has provided adequate water for irrigated areas of the Amended Project.

3. All areas of different irrigation requirements will be zoned and controlled
separately with a computerized irrigation system that allows irrigation
demand to be adjusted on a single-head basis to optimize coverage and
efficiency.

4. Utilize drip irrigation in areas to be landscaped in Xeriscape materials
where reasonably practicable.

5. Provide information at closing to home and lot-buyers describing water
conservation techniques and benefits.

6. Conspicuously place brochures or other information describing water
conservation techniques and benefits.

Hazardous Waste and Materials

A. The Developer shall impose a restrictive covenant on the DRI Property requiring
all commercial interests and tenants to comply with the "Florida Handbook for



Small Quantity Generators of Hazardous Waste" as it applies to wastes that may
be generated by those activities. The Developer shall encourage homeowners to
participate in the hazardous waste collection events sponsored by Walton County.

In order to manage hazardous wastes that may be generated during construction,
the Developer shall require that all wastes, both construction and potentially
hazardous, be controlled and managed by the general contractor and the
applicable subcontractor. The Developer shall include in the general contract the
following provision concerning "Hazardous Waste Management” (or something
substantially similar):

The contractor is required to provide due care and diligence in the handling,
storage and use of hazardous materials, petroleum products (including oils and
greases) and other hazardous chemicals during all on-site activities.  All
chemicals must be stored and maintained safely and in accordance with state and
federal regulations and manufacturer supplier guidance. Material Safety and
Data Sheets ("MSDS") for each chemical product used on site must be available
to site staff and inspectors. Any petroleum or chemical spills must be cleaned up
immediately by trained personnel and disposed of in accordance with appropriate
environmental regulations and best management practices. Chemical spills must
be reported to the appropriate authorities as necessary. Financial responsibility
for all spill assessment, analysis, and cleanup shall be the responsibility of the
contractor. The property owner/developer will designate a construction
management representative to perform compliance inspections of chemical and
petroleum use, storage and disposal areas without notice. Inspections could
include but not be limited to pre- and post-site development and periodic
inspections during site activities.

The Developer shall contact FDEP to obtain information on its Pollution
Prevention Program to ensure activities occurring on-site can be prevented from
generating hazardous wastes.

Transportation Studies

A.

A revised traffic study has been performed as part of the amendment to the PUD
application. An accounting summary shall be submitted for each phase as
individual applications are made to Walton County. If the County's proportionate
fair share procedures are modified within two years after the effective date of this
Amended Development Order, the developer shall be entitled to request
re-calculation of any prior payments. Any proportionate fair share contribution
already paid to the County shall be adjusted and any excess shall be a credit
toward future proportionate share payments.

The preliminary Proportional Fair Share Cost “PFSC” for each phase is provided

below. Trip generation is broken out according to the construction phase, not the
individual north and south phases, as follows:
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Construction Phase 1 (Existing) — Phase 1 (South)
Construction Phase 2 — Phase 1 (North) and Phase 2 (South)
Construction Phase 3 — Phase 3 (South)

Construction Phase 4 — Phase 2 (North)

Construction Phase 5 — Phase 3 (North)

Construction Phase 6 — Phase 4 (North)

Construction Phase 1 has previously been developed and is not included in the
following trip generation calculations or Proportional Fair Share Costs (PFSC).
The proposed use, the proposed generated trips and the preliminary PFSC for each
phase for the conceptual PUD amendment is as follows:

Construction Phase 2

This phase includes 120 multi-family units (Phase 1 North) and 89 single-family
residential units, 40,000 GSF commercial space and 13,000 GSF civic area (Phase
2 South). The 89 single-family residential units include 18 year-round units and 71
seasonal units. The total proposed trips generated for this construction phase of the
Amended Project is 213 trips. The PFSC for this phase is estimated to be $2,363,116.

Construction Phase 3
This phase includes 83 single-family residential units (Phase 3 South) which
consists of 17 year-round units and 66 seasonal units. The total proposed trips
generated for this construction phase of the Amended Project is 62 trips. The PFSC
for this phase is estimated to be $712,516.
Construction Phase 4
This phase includes 78 multi-family units (Phase 2 North). The total proposed
trips generated for this construction phase of the Amended Project is 34 trips. The
PFSC for this phase is estimated to be $409,121.
Construction Phase 5
This phase includes 75 multi-family units (Phase 3 North). The total proposed
trips generated for this construction phase of the Amended Project is 33 trips. The
PFSC for this phase is estimated to be $395,153.
Construction Phase 6
This phase includes 132 multi-family units (Phase 4 North). The total proposed
trips generated for this construction phase of the Amended Project is 52 trips. The

PFSC for this phase is estimated to be $474,912.

The cumulative trip total for the full build-out of the proposed Amended Project,
Phases 2-6, is 394 trips which is a reduction of 422 trips from the previously
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approved 816 trips in the 2007 Plan.

The proposed trips will be applied to the corresponding affected roadway segments
in the Concurrency Management System, as identified in the submitted traffic
report by Southern Traffic Services, Inc.

Internal roads will be owned and maintained by the HOA or a community
development district, unless dedicated to and accepted by Walton County.

All intersections between the on-site bicycle/pedestrian trail system and internal
and external roadways shall be clearly and conspicuously marked to enhance
pedestrian safety.

Hurricane Preparedness

A.

The Developer will require contractors to have an emergency management plan to
address, at a minimum, the following hurricane preparedness issues:

L. The maintenance of an up-to-date list of emergency telephone numbers.

2. The monitoring the National Weather Service to receive information with
respect to impending hurricane warnings, watches and evacuation orders
and process for evacuation of employees under the direction of evacuation
orders by the Walton County Emergency Management Office.

3 The securing of all loose construction materials and equipment on the site,
(e lowering of all motor/crawler crane booms to the ground and the
removal of heavy equipment used for excavations and in low areas.

4. The placement of plywood or shutters over windows and other openings in
all structures and the securing of construction offices and storage trailers,
including the installation of additional tie downs as necessary.

5 The fueling of all trucks and equipment for post-storm use; and

0. The removal of all rubbish from the site and the securing of all ladders,
scaffolding boards and other temporary structures.

Construction of all wood frame buildings will meet standards established by the
Florida Building Code to provide the highest practical protection against
hurricane-force winds. Boardwalks and docks constructed in areas that are
exposed to hurricane force winds shall be constructed using stainless steel
fasteners.

Hurricane shutters shall be allowed on all structures subject to compliance with
design guidelines administered by the design review board of the HOA. The
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design review board's guidelines shall be consistent with and shall not
compromise requirements of the Florida Building Code.

Recreation

A.

Recreation facilities within the Amended Project may be owned, operated and
maintained by the Developer, the HOA or a third party, such as a community
development district.

The Developer shall construct a multi-use trail system to connect residential areas,
commercial areas and recreation facilities within the Amended Project. The trail
system may be separated from vehicular roadways where feasible.

Tennis courts, swimming pools, neighborhood parks, community centers and
other amenities within the Amended Project may be operated by the Developer,
the HOA or a third party and may be limited to residents and guests, except for
those expressly established by this Amended Development Order as open to the
public.

The Developer shall fully document any proposal of dedication of recreation areas
in place of the 5% fee required for platting. Only recreational areas dedicated and
accepted by the Walton County recreation department can be used in place of the
required recreation fee.

Cultural Resources

A.

During regional review, no historical or archaeological sites were identified
within the Project which would be state or regionally significant pursuant to Rule
9J-2.043, F.A.C.

In the event that any historical or archaeological sites are found during
construction, the Developer shall cease construction on that portion of the
Amended Project within a 50-foot radius/buffer until the State Historic
Preservation Officer (SHPO) has been contacted and an assessment of the
regional significance of the find has been made by SHPO. Construction may
resume within the affected area after SHPO has determined the appropriate
protective measures, if any, are warranted.

Homeowners Association

A.

The Developer shall establish at least one HOA pursuant to Chapter 720, F.S., to
perform obligations assigned to such association in the ADA, this Amended
Development Order or otherwise.

The Developer shall fulfill the obligations expressly assigned to the HOA under
this Amended Development Order until the transition of control of the HOA to

the members of the community other than the Developer in accordance with the
declaration of covenants and restrictions for the DRI Property and applicable law.
After the transition of control, the HOA shall be responsible for complying with
all applicable requirements of this Amended Development Order and the
declaration of covenants and restrictions.

. At closing each homeowner shall be required to sign an acknowledgement of the

existence of this Amended Development Order and mandatory membership in the
HOA.

10. Public Service

A. Applicable public safety impact fees, if any, shall be enforceable, provided that
such fees are assessed in accordance with a duly adopted ordinance and in the
same manners as such fees are charged to all other similarly situated developers
for the same activities within all other areas of Walton County, and are not
assessed retroactively.

B. Utility companies shall be provided with a copy of each technical phase submittal
(if requested) for development permits to confirm feasibility of setbacks within
that phase. The list shall include, but not limited to, cable, gas, telephone, electric,
water, and sewer.

LAND USE AND ENVIRONMENTAL DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Under the Florida Land Use and Environmental Dispute Resolution Act, §70.51, Fla.
Stat. (2013), if the Developer believes this Amended Development Order is unreasonable or
unfairly burdens the use of its land, it may file a request for relief with the Walton County BCC,
31 Coastal Center Blvd., Suite 130, Santa Rosa Beach, Florida, 32549. Before relief is requested
under this statute, any appellate proceedings available under the Walton County Land
Development Code must be exhausted. A request for relief under this statute must be filed within
30 days after conclusion of the appellate proceedings or the expiration of 4 months.
